LABOR

This section includes the labor force data with all types

CAPMAS has an essential role in the collection, assessment analysis and
dissemination of manpower and labor force data from many sources such as population
censuses , demographic researches, statistics & various studies. The most important
researches & statistics conducted periodically are :

1- Labor Force Sample survey

This survey was conducted for the first time in Egypt on November 1957, and
continued periodically, until it is finally settled as a quarterly issued since 2007. Starting
from January 2008 has been development the methodology that used to collect data to
be representative of the study reality during the research period, by dividing the sample
for each governorate into (5) parts and fulfillment each part separately by periodicity at
the middle of the month during three months (in the middle and end of the month) . It
measures the manpower and the civilian labor force and provides data on employment
and unemployment adding to their characteristics such as geographical, gender and age
distribution.

Labor Force Definition:

All the individuals which their ages range are from 15 years old (the minimum age
of employment according to the Egyptian labor law) to 65 years old (the retirement age)
whether they are actually taking part by their physical or mental efforts in an activity
related to the production of commodities and services (Employed) They are 15 years or
more or the individuals who are able to perform such activity ,desire and seeking for
work but can’t find it (unemployed). Starting from year 2008 data is for population 15
years old and more.

2- Workers in Governmental, Public & public business Sector Bulletin:

This issue of statistic dated in 1941 and since then go through several development,
Finally, it has become annually issued since 1978 Currently, data obtained, with respect
to governmental workers, from the Central Agency for Organization & Management.
While data of public and public business sector from the records of personal files of
public & public business sector units It aims to provide statistical data on the numbers
of civilian workers in both the governmental, public and public business sector,
according to their various characteristics.



3- Foreign Workers at A.R.E Bulletin :

This publication aims to provide data on the size and characteristics of the
foreigners working on the state (ministries — public organizations — governorates, and
public business sector), as well as work licenses for foreigners working in Egypt in the
public & private sector (excluding the military experts). Data concerning foreigners
working in the state's agencies are obtained according to special questionnaire, while
work licenses data from Ministry of Labor Force& Migration. This bulletin be issued
every two years, will be issued annually.

4- Employment, Wages and Working Hours Bulletin :

This statistic has been held since 1942 in order to provide data on the numbers of
workers, average wages and average working hours in different activities. Till 1965 it
was conducted on the two annual series, then took place once a year in October, in
regard of the stability of employment in different activities during this month . The
data are collected on a special form of all establishments of public, public business
sector and private sector (ten workers and more).

5- Work Injuries Statistical Bulletin :

This statistic, which is issued annually, aims to provide data on work injuries in the
public, public business sector establishments and private sector, (establishments that
contains fifty workers and more), the data is collected on a special form of a calendar

year from the records & documents available to these establishments.

The Armed Forces Supreme Council issued decision No. 63 of
Year 2011, To abolition of the two presidential decree No. 114,
124 of year 2008 which belongs to divide and adjust the scope
of the administrative borders of governorates and establish two
governorates (Helwan and Six of October) and modification of
data of these governorates after the end of the committees to
clarify the administrative division competent new for two
governorates.

Data of population, Vital Statistics and Labor are for
population inside Egypt unless otherwise indicated below the
table.

. Total figures in the tables may not add up to exactly the details
because of rounding.

Some data in this issue are for calendar years which start at
the first of January & end at 31 of December and other data
for fiscal years which begin at the first of July and end at June
30 of the next year.

Some of data in this issue may differ from figures in previous
issues due to correction or adjustments by the sources of data,
or it were preliminary data.
