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PREFACE.

The Central Statistical Office has been makmg serious strides toWwards reﬁmne -
the data collection and processing procedures, and estimation methods for the
compilation of comprehensive National Income Accounts in dccordance with

the Umted Nations recommended system. An accumte and reha,bfe system is in
place.

The annual pubhcatlon of National Accounts ‘which prov;des thc most cruc1a1 :
and authentic information regarding macroeconomic. aggregates; particularly
relating to the growth ‘and compositional. changes in the components of GDP
according to various types of economic activities and according to various heads
of expenditures, has acquired the status of a core reference document for
policy-makers, managers of the economy, technocrats and researchers.

This publication comprises the most recent available data on Gross Domestic

Product. Furthermore, earlier publications of National Accounts prov1de GDP at

current and constant prices, using 1984 as.the base year. This being quite a’
distant year, may not accurately filter the inflationary component from the real

component . Given the importance of assessing’ and separating the real changes

and the inflation-induced changes in the comiponent of GDP more precisely, it

became necessary to shift the base year to a more recent one. Accordingly, the .
' base year has now been shifted to 1995, also the year 2000 has been chosen as a

base year to measure the changes happened durmg the last four years.

This issue reports various components of GDP for two time —series: First: Series
for ('2000- 2007 ), (2000=100) using ISIC Rev.3 Classification and Second :
Series for ( 2000 — 2007 ), ( Previous Year = 100 ) using ISIC Rev.3 .. This will-
help in assessing the dynamic changes of the economy both in national and real
terms and computing implicit price deﬂatom of GDP. ;

First: Gross domestic product at current & constant prices by kind of economic
activity

The data depicted in table 1 and chart 1 & 2 indicates that:

GDP in nominal terms achieved non-significant decrease in 2001 amounted
(10700.0 million K.D.) , compared to 2000 when it reached (11570.3 million
K.D.) , then began to rise gradually and increase its maximum in 2007 that

reached (31750.1 million K.d.) , that’s mean an increase reached one and half
time the output in 2000 .

While line Chart showed estimated GDP at constant prices relatively stable
during the first three years , then began to increase gradually each year until

reach its maximum in 2007 (18765.1 million K.D.) , an increase of more than
half the output in 2000 .

Real GDP showed a higher increase in 2001, 2002 compared to the nominal
GDP for these two years and then the real GDP showed gradually decreased
compared to the nominal GDP starting from 2003 and the difference between
real and nominal of GDP increased gradually up to its maximum in 2007
because of the very high increasing of the price of oil during the last years.

When comparing current and constant price GDP in each activity (Table
no.la) and (Chart 2) of 2006 shows a significant difference between them for
the mining and quarrying activity (where this activiter it includes crude oil and
natural gas product), it is noticed magnificent decrease in constant price
product than current price product especially in and recent years this reflection
of high crude oil prices in crude oil the last four years (2003-2007) .

In respect to the manufacturing sector figures in Table No. (1-a) show the
increasing of constant prices estimates than current price estimates for the two
years 2001, 2002, and the estimates of constant prices start decreasing
gradually than current prices estimates up to the last year, this means that
decreasing — for some extent — in product prices of manufacturing sector for
2001, 2002 comparing the price level of the base year 2000 and the prices start
increase gradually for the years 2003, 2004, 2005, 2006,2007 .

It is noticed a light increasing for electricity and water activity annually with
respect to GDP at current prices where GDP at constant prices recorded a low
value than GDP at current prices for the two years 2001 & 2002 but began
increasing gradually than GDP at current prices up to its highest level for
2007, this means that the quantity produced of electricity and water have
increased but the prices do not change i.e. still constant.

For other economic activities the figures show that the current and constant prices
- estimates do not reflect significant changes in prices during this period, otherwise

communication service where the economic development which happens and
parallel to decrease in this service price..
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Second: Real growth rates of GDP by kind of economic activity.

Table No.3 and Chart 4 present the GDP growth rates in real terms
according to oil and non-oil sectors and by kind of economic activity where
following salient features can be observed :

1) In general, the real growth rate of GDP was higher during the six years. It
recorded a 7.3% average growth rate and total growth 50.9% . This rate is
quite different from the average growth rate of current price GDP, which is
16.3% , and total growth during the seven years be equal 114.0 % , with
respect to last three years (Table No.6).

It is also observed the lower level of annual average growth rate of GDP
adjusted by terms of trade (3.0%) as a result of increasing of import prices.
Last two years, the annual average growth rate of real GDP has been improved
in (2003) compared to 2001, 2002 (Table no.6 b) where it has reached to
(17.3%) unadjusted, (15.4%) terms of trade adjusted. In the last year 2007, the
annual growth rate of real GDP was less where it has been reached to 4.4%
(unadjusted), (3.0%) (adjusted) .

2) As regards the oil and non-oil sectors (Table No. 5), series of 2000=100
the data shows quite different growth rates. The real average growth rate in
the oil sector during the seven years period has been only (4.0%). As
compared to this the non-oil sector recorded an average real growth rate of
(10.6%). The nominal average growth rate in the oil sector is (19.3%).

This rate is little higher than the corresponding rate in the non-oil sector ,
which is (14.4%). '

3) As regards inside non-oil sector, so much, the growth in GDP comes from
the growth in service activities especially transport, communication
services, where its average annual rate of chain 2000=100 reached to
(20.3%) during the seven years period, electricity and water supply
activities where this rate reached (15.4%) and financial activities, it was
reached (14.4%) (Table No.3).
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Third: Growth rates of GDP expenditure elements at constant prices.

The growth rates shown in Table No.4 & Chart No.3 for expenditure

components at constant prices reflect the following:

In respect to government expenditure, it is recorded high growth rate in
year (2002), it reached (10.6%)).

Household expenditure has recorded a real average growth rate of (8.0 %),
which reflects the real improvement in household expenditure level during
seven years period, and recorded annual growth rate (15.0%) in (2002).

A weak relation exists between the non-financial investment (buildings,
other constructions, machines and equipment) growth rates and
corresponding rates of GDP in real terms. The investments growth rates

during six years period 2000-2007 fluctuated in different way compared to
GDP annual growth rates.

A strong positive relation is shown between growth rates of exports and
GDP in real terms during the period (2000-2007), in spite of the variety of
both rates, this reflects the direct effect of exports on real GDP during the
period. As regards, growth rates of imports have independently changed
during a period compared to changes of real GDP growth rates. This

shows, separated policy for importing, disregarded the economic growth in
GDP.

The figures for exports and imports volume reflect to what extent the
national economy depends on the rest of the world. Real growth rates of
exports and imports during a period (2000-2007) show a big fluctuation
from year to another. Furthermore, the import rates record higher level than

the export rates (in average), were (12.6%) for imports & (5.2%) for re-
exports.
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Fourth: Growth rates of GDP adjusted by terms of trade.

Growth rates as shown in Table no.6 and Chart no.5, reflect the gradual
high from year to year for GDP at current prices starting from year 2002, The
- annual average growth rates for GDP at current prices during the seven years was

(16.3%). While the annual growth rate of constant price GDP without terms of
trade adjustment has less instability from year to year, with an average of (7.3%)
during the six years. It is reached (6.0%) after terms of trade adjustment.

Growth rate of real GDP adjusted by terms of trade reflects the national
economic strength in different years.. It recorded a decrease in 2001 (-8.0%),
improved in 2002, recorded a positive rate (+1.2%) and has increased in 2003

(+15.4%), then it extremely goes down to (10.2%) in 2004, also goes down in
2007 (6.0%). ' -

In general, the average growth rates for GDP in real term adjusted by terms

of trade during the seven years is acceptable to some extent, it is reached to
(6.0%).
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Fifth: The growth rates of per capita in real GDP

The growth rates of per capita in real GDP are shown in Table no.7 and
Chart No.6. It shows the lowest value in year 2001 that it reached to (-1.8%),
after this it improved gradually until its becoming its highest value in year 2003
so it reached to ( 14.1 % ) , then it decrease in year 2004 , then it increase again in

year 2005 that becoming the highest when it reached (17.8) , then it decrease again
untill reached to ( 8.0 % ) in year 2007 .

With respect to the seven years period 2000=100, the annual averages of
growth rate of per capita in real GDP recorded an acceptable rate ( 5.5 % )
