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Dear reader

- The first article of the law number ( 27 ) of 1963 stakeked “There shall be established an Office for Census and
Statistics called The Central Statistical Bureau to be annexed to the planning Board . This Office is to be the sole
official statistical reference in The State of Kuwait .

( The Office became part of the Ministry of planning according to the Amiri Decree issued in 6™ September 1976
) ,0n 4™ June 2008 the Amiri decree No.134 was issued concerning the supervision of the Minister of State for
Development Affairs on the Central Statistics Bureau(CSB).

- According to what is stated in article (3 ) of the referred law : “ The Central Statistical Office conduct the following :

Supervision of the statistical work that the specialized departments conduct in all the ministries
departments institutions and companies that the government has a share in it and coordinating its
work .

Unitizing the statistical information , organizing , analyzing it and work using the different media
devices , to disseminate and forecast information and statistical studies to attain the economic and
social development goals where the disseminated information doesn’t bring up any individual
information . «

Avrticle ((4) of the same law stated that “ Ministries and Governments Departments and public Organizations
shall co-operate with the Central Statistical Office in completing the statistics and Census in the best way and
shall provide all the information which it requires and follow its technical instructions .

- And according to article No. ( 6 ) “The individuals, companies, private associations and institutions and
owners of public, vocational, professional, commercial and industrial establishments must submit to the Central
Statistical Office or its designated officials, all the information required for Statistics or Census in the dates
specified for that job . The President of the Planning Board shall issue the resolutions necessary for that .

The referred law assures in article ( 7 ) the confidentiality of the information . Where it states *“ All individual
information related to the Statistics or Census shall be confidential and shall not, without the consent of the
person concerned, be published nor disclosed to a third party whether it is a person or a public or private
organization. This information shall not be used, except for statistical purposes.

Applying the principle of sole statistical reference which was stated in the law of statistics in its first article,
the resolution of the ministers council number 23 of 1984 obliged all govern and non governmental institutions
to get an approval before hand from the central statistical office before collecting any statistical data from any
one, conduct researchers, or field opinion polls that requires colleting data from sources that is not part of it
and there is no administer connection between them.
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PREFACE

The Central Statistical Bureau made serious efforts towards refining the data
collection and processing procedures, and estimation methods for the compilation of
comprehensive National Income Accounts in accordance with the system of national
account SNA93 recommended.

The annual of National Income Accounts bulletin, provides accurate and reliable
data for economic analysis aggregates, as it allows the possibility of measuring the
structural change of components of Gross Domestic Product (GDP) classified
according to economic activity and groups. This information is reference documents
for researchers and political, economic decision makers.

The bulletin comprises the most recent available data on Gross Domestic Product,
as a sequent earlier bulletin of National Accounts provided GDP at current and
constant prices, using 1984 as the base year. However the base year have been
updated to 1995 for the previous bulletin, then the year 2000 was chosen as a base
year.

This issue reports various components of GDP of series data for the years (2006-
2011), (2000=100) and basically includes data of GDP estimates at constant and
current prices of both sides producing and consuming on GDP using year 2000 as a
base year. This will help in assessing the dynamic changes of the economy both in
nominal and real terms and computing implicit price deflators of GDP.

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Analytical notes of GDP

First, GDP at current and constant prices in the economic activities

The data presented in the table (3) and figures (1), (2) indicates the following:

1. GDP has increased as the Nominal concept was (32580.6 million K.D) in 2007
compared to 2006 (29469.5 million K.D) and continue to rise until it reached in
2008 (39619.8 million K.D) and in 2009 GDP fell where the total was
(30496.2million K.D ) and then rise again to (34369.2 million K.D) and (44409.3
million K.D ) in the year 2010 and 2011 respectively.

2. While the graph shown the estimates of GDP at constant prices rise
gradually until it reached in 2011 (19245.4 million K.D).

3. The data in general shows the reduction in the value of GDP at
constant prices from their at current prices, also the value of the
difference between gross GDP at constant and current prices
increased gradually until it reached the highest value in 2011 due to
the significant increase of oil price that year.

4. When comparing the GDP with constant and current prices in every
economic activity, separately Table (3) and the graphic No. (2) for the
year 2011, it is clear that the estimates, of current and constant is are
so different and quarrying activity (this activity includes the GDP of
crude oil and natural gas) where it is observed the stagnation in the
GDP at constant prices are compared to the GDP at current prices,
especially in recent years and this is a reflection of rising of the crude
oil prices.

5. The manufacturing sector table No. (3) reflects that the estimates at
constant prices are less than the estimates at current prices and this is
due to the increased prices of manufactured products.

6. For electricity and water activity observed gradual rise in the value
added of this activity, reaching its highest value in 2011 (428.1 million
K.D) while reached its lowest value in 2008( 273.1 million K.D).

7. The rest of the other economic activities were estimated at current
prices and estimates at constant prices do not reflect significant gains
during the period and exempts only those activities of transport
services and communication with the advances in communications to
a decline in the price of the service provided.

Second, growth rates in gross domestic product (GDP) by economic
activities

Table (5) and Figure (4) present growth rates in GDP at constant prices
according to the sectors of oil and non-oil economic activities, where
you can view the following results: -

1. The growth rate average in GDP at fixed prices during the period
(2006-2011) ratio of (2.1%), while the rate average for the same period
at current prices ratio of (12.7%), but at the level of overall growth
(cumulative) of GDP over the past six years at current and constant
prices respectively reached (76.0%) (12.5%).

2. The data in the both sectors, (oil/ non-oil) in table number (7) of the
2000 series base present a difference in the rates of real GDP growth it
was on average (0.9%) in the oil sector during the period of six years
while it was (3.9%) for the non-oil sector, and this means that the non-
oil sector to achieve a significant progress during the period as
compared to the oil sector. and this may be reflected by the growth
rate calculated for the estimates at constant prices. The estimates at
current prices has given high rates of growth in the oil sector where
the average was (17.6%). This rate is more than the average achieved
in non-oil sector at current prices (7.8%).

3. If we dealt with the analysis of economic activities within the non-oil
sector, we will find that the activities leading to economic growth was
the activities of industry and services, especially activities of transport
services and transportation with an average real growth rate during
the period of six years of (16.3%) and the activity of imputed bank and
insurance service charges, where the growth rate during the same
period was (12.9%), and community services and social services and
personal (6.0%) in table (5).
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Third; the growth rates of the elements of expenditure on GDP at
constant prices

The indicators and the growth rate shown in table (6) and graph (3)
reflect the components of spending at constant prices as following: -

1. Rise of the government spending, which reported high rates of real
growth rates with an average of 7.7%.

2. Real increase in the rates of family expenditure, with an average real
growth rates of (0.1%), reflecting an improvement in the level of real
household expenditure during the period of six years, and recorded
the Year (2007) (11.6%) are real growth rate.

3. Weak relationship between the increase in investments of non-
financial assets (buildings , equipment) and the real increase in GDP,
what even a volatile rates of growth in these investments are recorded
during the period (2006-2011) with are not related with annual growth
rates of GDP during that period.

4. Strong positive relationship between growth rates in exports and
growth rates of real GDP during the period (2006-2011), although at
varying rates, reflecting the direct impact of exports to real GDP during
the period. The import growth rate was independent in its change
during the period for changes in real GDP, reflecting a separate of
policy of import regardless of the economic growth in GDP.

5. The numbers that appear in the volume of exports and imports table
No. (4) reflect the dependence of the national economy on the outside
world. The real growth rates for both exports and imports during the
period (2006-2010) indicate an evident fluctuation from year to year
and the rate of imports is much higher than the rates of exports and
has reached its peak in 2007, and the average rate of annual growth in
imports (5.5%) per annum while the rate of annual growth in exports
represent (2.7%) as average during that period.
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Fourth, the growth rates of GDP at current and constant prices

the growth rates in table (8) and the graphic number (5) reflect the
wobbling growth of GDP at current prices from year to year has been
as annual average growth rates of GDP at current prices than the past
six years (12.7%), while the growth rates of GDP at constant prices has
declined in 2006, until he reached the lowest value for the year 2009
and then began to rise in 2010 has reached the annual average during
his six years (2.1%).

Fifth, the average growth rate of per capita real GDP

The rates in Table (9) and the graphic number (6) Showed that the

average growth of per capita GDP reached (-1.2%) during (2006-2011).

The data also indicate that the highest growth rate achieved in 2011,
an increase (4.8%) compared to the year 2010, while per capita GDP
retreat by the amount (5.0%) compared to the year 2009.
