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Dear reader

- The first article of the law number (27 ) of 1963 stakeked “There shall be established an Office for Census and
Statistics called The Central Statistical Bureau to be annexed to the planning Board . This Office is to be the sole
official statistical reference in The State of Kuwait “ .

( The Office became part of the Ministry of planning according to the Amiri Decree issued in 6™ September 1976
) ,On 4™ June 2008 the Amiri decree No.134 was issued concerning the supervision of the Minister of State for
Development Affairs on the Central Statistics Bureau(CSB).

- According to what is stated in article ( 3 ) of the referred law : “ The Central Statistical Office conduct the following :

e  Supervision of the statistical work that the specialized departments conduct in all the ministries
departments institutions and companies that the government has a share in it and coordinating its
work .

e Unitizing the statistical information , organizing , analyzing it and work using the different media
devices , to disseminate and forecast information and statistical studies to attain the economic and
social development goals where the disseminated information doesn’t bring up any individual
information . “

- Article ((4) of the same law stated that “ Ministries and Governments Departments and public Organizations
shall co-operate with the Central Statistical Office in completing the statistics and Census in the best way and
shall provide all the information which it requires and follow its technical instructions .

- And according to article No. ( 6 ) “The individuals, companies, private associations and institutions and
owners of public, vocational, professional, commercial and industrial establishments must submit to the Central
Statistical Office or its designated officials, all the information required for Statistics or Census in the dates
specified for that job . The President of the Planning Board shall issue the resolutions necessary for that .

- The referred law assures in article ( 7 ) the confidentiality of the information . Where it states “ All individual
information related to the Statistics or Census shall be confidential and shall not, without the consent of the
person concerned, be published nor disclosed to a third party whether it is a person or a public or private
organization. This information shall not be used, except for statistical purposes.

- Applying the principle of sole statistical reference which was stated in the law of statistics in its first article,
the resolution of the ministers council number 23 of 1984 obliged all govern and non governmental institutions
to get an approval before hand from the central statistical office before collecting any statistical data from any
one, conduct researchers, or field opinion polls that requires colleting data from sources that is not part of it
and there is no administer connection between them.
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PREFACE

Planning for socio-economic development depends on the availability of basic
data and reliable information, which will help researchers, planners and decision-
makers in the formulation, follow-up, evaluation, and design of socio-economic
policies and plans.

For this, Central Statistical Office issues a great number of statistical studies
covering the State of Kuwait’s various economic sectors and activities engaged in
agricultural, industrial, construction and services, etc..

Since national accounts provide information which cover different economic
sectors and activities, it helps in registering the behavior of economic variables and
basic aggregates such as household and government final consumption expenditure,
capital formation, exports, imports, wages, profits, taxes, lending and borrowing, etc..

On the basis of data derived from various sources from both government and
private sector, Central Statistical Office compiled estimates of national account
aggregates at current market prices for the years 2010 — 2013. Among the main
economic aggregates at current prices included are the following: Gross domestic
product (GDP), National income, National disposable income, Private and
government final consumption expenditure, net capital formation, net savings, surplus
of the nation on current transactions, per capita gross domestic product, per capita
gross national product and per capita national income, etc..

The Central Statistical Office hopes that the information presented in the
Tables of this study will be useful to those interested in financial, economic and
socio-economic development of the State of Kuwait.

FIRST : MAIN AGGREGATES OF NATIONAL ACCOUNTS AND
ECONOMIC ACTIVITIES DURING THE PERIOD 2010-2012

Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Preliminary estimates on gross domestic product at current prices stood at 49,862.6
Million K.D. in 2013 against 48,721.3 Million K.D. in 2012, an increase of 2.3 in
2013, increase of 14.6 percent in 2012.

Contribution of oil sector in the total GDP stood at 31,297.7 Million K.D. in 2013
against 31,764.8 Million K.D. in 2012 , recorded an deccrease of 1.5 percent in
2013 due to decrease the amount of production and decrease in oil prices in the
international oil market. Non-oil sector including petroleum refining achieved
24,935.8 Million K.D. in 2013 against 22,831.4 Million K.D. in 2012, recorded

an increase of 9.2 percent during 2013 .

From this analysis, GDP estimates for non-oil activities in 2012 showed an

increase in 2013 compared to 2012.
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2. Per Capita Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Per capita GDP in 2013 stood at 12,812 K.D. against 12,742 K.D. in 2012
recording an increase of 0.5 percent. Per capita GDP in 2012 amounted to 12,742
K.D. recording an increase of 8.8 percent compared to 2011, which amounted to
11,704 K.D.

3. Per Capita Gross National Product (INP):

Per capita INP increased in 2013 to 13,698 K.D. from 13,412 K.D. in 2012. Per
capita INP in 2012 registered an increase amounted to 2,025 K.D. compared to per
capita of 2011.

4. Per Capita National Disposable Income (NDI):

Per capita NDI increased in 2013 by 2.7 percent. It is estimated to be 12,487 K.D.
compared to 12,152 K.D. in 2012 due to the decrease in net factor income, increase

in net current transfers from abroad.

5. Government Final Consumption Expenditure (GFCE):

In 2013 , GFCE increased by 18.8 percent, it is estimated to be 8,326.1 Million
K.D. in 2013 compared to 7,378.7 Million K.D. in 2011.

Private Final Consumption Expenditure (PFCE):

PFCE increased to be 12,060.5 Million K.D. in 2013 compared to 11,497.4 Million
K.D. in 2012 i.e. 4.9 percent.

Total Final Consumption Expenditure (Public and Private):

Total final consumption expenditure (public and private) registered an increase of
20,386.6 Million K.D. i.e. 8 percent, this from 2012 to 2013.

Gross Capital Formation (GCF):

Analyzing GCF by type of expenditure and its components, it is seen that gross
capital formation including change in stocks increased in 2013, it is amounted to
7,031.0 Million K.D. compared to 6,238.2 Million K.D. in 2012.

Savings (NS):

Saving is estimated as the difference between national disposable income and total
final expenditure. In 2013 NS amounted to 24,993.7 Million K.D. compared to
25,649.4Million K.D. in 2012.

Exports of Goods and Services:

In 2013 value of exports of goods and services amounted to 35,682.3 Million K.D.
against 36,411.0 in 2012, recorded an decrease of 729 Million K.D. in 2013, this
was due to the decrease of value of oil exports from 31.608.0 Million K.D. in
2012 to 30,790.0 Million K.D. in 2013 .
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Imports of Goods and Services:

Value of imports of goods and services increased to 433.3 Million K.D. in 2013
from 12,804.0 Million K.D. in 2012.

Surplus of the Nation on Current Account:

The balance of payments recorded a decrease in the net factor Income from a board
in 2013 by 104.0 Million K.D for 2012. Surplus of the nation on current account
decreased from 22,344.4 Million K.D. in 2012 to 21,182.0 Million K.D. in 2013,
i.e. decrease of 5.2 percent.

B. Development of Gross Domestic Product by Kind of Economic Activity
During the Period 2010 — 2013:
Agriculture and Livestock:

A big decreased for the years 2012 and 2013 which respect to gross value
added generated from agriculture and livestock. They are estimated to be 168.0
Million K.D. and 165.9 Million K.D, due to lower production and farm

subsidies.

Fishing:

Gross value added generated from fishing increased from 7.3 Million K.D. in
2012 to 9.8 Million K.D. in 2013 i.e. 34 percent.
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3. Exploration of Crude Oil and Natural Gas and service activities incidental
to oil and gas:

As a result of increase in oil price in the international market in 2012,and then
decreased in 2013 due to lower oil production , oil GDP changed from 31,848.9
Million K.D. in 2012 to 31,384.9 Million K.D. in 2013. Oil sector is still the
main source of income in Kuwaiti economy and contributed 65.2 percent and

62.8 percent in the years 2011, 2012 and 2013 respectively.

4. Manufacturing:

GDP of manufacturing sector increased from 2,386.2 Million K.D. in 2011 to
2,906.0 Million K.D. in 2012 i.e. 21.8 percent and increased by 16.1 percent in
2013. It is amounted to 3,374.4 Million K.D. in 2013.

It shows that the petroleum products industry is still playing a vital role in
manufacturing and its share is around 40.7 percent of the value added originated
in 2013 compared to 48.4 percent of value added in 2012 , this decrease is due

to lower production in 2013 .

5. Electricity and Water:

Electricity and gas industry registered a value added during 2011, 2012 and
2013. It amounted to 477.4 Million K.D, 541.8 Million K.D. and 589.7 Million
K.D. respectively. Production and distribution of water industry recorded a
value added in 2013. It amounted to 345.4 Million K.D. against value added
amounted to 320.7 Million K.D. in 2012.
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Building and Construction:

Construction sector engaged in construction of residential and non-residential
buildings, either for the government or private business sector or household, it is
noticed that construction sector has achieved gross value added amounted to
860.4 Million K.D. in 2013 against 832.7 Million K.D. in 2012 . Its share in
GDP was 1.7 percent for year 2013 and 1.7 percent for year 2012.

Wholesale and Retail Trade:

In 2013 gross value added originated in wholesale and retail trade sector
recorded an increase of 194.3 Million K.D. i.e. recording a rate of 13.4 percent,
it amounted to 1,643.4 Million K.D. in 2013 against 1,449 Million K.D. in
2012and 1,400.8 Million K.D. in 2011.

Restaurants and Hotels :

Estimates of gross value added generated in hotels and restaurant activities
recorded an increase. It amounted to 322.0 Million K.D. in 2013 against 309.7
Million K.D. in 2012 .

Transport, Storage and Communication:

The GDP originating from transport, storage and communication recorded an
increase of 6.4 percent in 2013, while transport and storage increased by 7.2
percent. Also, communication activity recorded an increase of 5.7 percent due
to the expansion of postal services, telephone and telecommunication

movements.
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Financial and Insurance intermediation :

Gross value added originated in financial institutions and insurance generally
increased during the year 2013. These services amounted to 3,232.1 Million
K.D. compared to 3,039.1 Million K.D. in 2012.

Financial institutions recorded a value added amounted 3,129.4 Million K.D. in
2013 against 2,933.7 Million K.D. in 2012 , imputed bank service charges which
amounted 1,817.8 Million K.D. in 2013 compared to 1,783.1 Million K.D. in
2012,

Insurance activity decreased from 105.4 Million K.D. in 2012 to 102.7 Million.
K.D. in 2013.

Real Estate , Renting and Business Services:

Real estate recorded a growth rate of 4.0 percent in 2013 compared to
increasing rate of 2.9 percent in 2012. Gross value added originated in
business services sector recorded an increase of 6.4 percent in 2013.

Community, Social and Personal Services:

Community, social and personal services included the collective services offered
by the government in addition to other social and personal services.

In 2013, the activities of this sector achieved a variant increase in the growth rate
of value added. The most increases are recorded in the social work services It
amounted to 18.3 percent. The next activity is the public administration and
defence services as well sanitary services It amounted to 13.5 , 13.4 percent
then the recreational and cultural services 8.2 percent then education services
recorded 8.1 , then household services , recorded 8.0 percent, then the health
services recorded 6.3 percent.

It is worthy to mention that this publication includes some analytical tables
related to the percentage distribution of gross domestic product and annual rates
of growth of GDP by kind of economic activity at current prices, aiming to cover
the needs of those interested in socio-economic development of the State of

Kuwait.
